Reflections: 
Jesus does not command us to love “God” in the abstract. Teaching Jew to Jew he says: “You shall love the Lord your God”—the Lord 

who had rescued the Jewish people from slavery. So, commanding a love which responds to an initiative of Divine Love. 

Why wouldn’t one respond “heart, mind, strength, soul” in gratitude for the gift of life itself, for some particular person or incident, for the 
beauty and grandeur of nature, for rescue from some situation which seemed to engulf us? And if the Lord God loved you in such a way, why 
wouldn’t you love yourself? 

Then you can properly “Love your neighbor as yourself.” There is nothing sentimental in his teaching from Leviticus 19:18 and the preced-
ing verses. Jesus was pointing to the system of social justice which looked after the poor and which did not exploit workers. It is up to us as global 
citizens of the 21st century to recognize as “neighbors” those beyond our borders and to love them in the practical “Levitical” way. 

Fulfilling the Dual Command, we guard against the extremes of religious piety or social activism and become Christian humanists loving 
God and neighbor. 

We might pause a moment to pray in responsive gratitude to the Lord God, and to commit ourselves to loving our neighbor, hoping to 
hear the words of Jesus Christ: “You are not far from the Kingdom of God.”   ©Fr.

LECTIO DIVINA 
Read: Keep the commandments of the Lord and the commandments 
will keep you. Jesus declares the equivalency of loving God and loving 
neighbor. Jesus, the unblemished sacrificial lamb, is the priestly meet-
ing ground of the love-triad: God, neighbor, and I.  
Reflect: “You are not far from the Kingdom of God,” said Jesus to the 
lawyer who upheld the equivalency of love of God and neighbor. But 
there is a catch in the sentence: being not far only implies being close 
enough; it is no guarantee that one is definitively within the Kingdom. 
What would move the lawyer—and us—from within the proximity to 
within the boundaries of the Kingdom? If knowing the greatest com-
mandment with its equivalent love of God and neighbor takes us close 
to the Kingdom, it is doing the commandment that will move us in. 
Pray: Ask God for the wisdom to know the commandments and the 
courage to do the same.

The month of November always gives me a 
mixed feeling of nostalgia and joy. With this 
month we are nearing the end of the year, but 
it also signals the joy of Christmas. This month 
is about remembering our loved ones who 

have gone ahead of us, but is also the month of “Thanksgiving 
Day”,  a happy day for family reunions and thanksgiving for all 
the blessings in life. 
 So, this weekend we are celebrating our annual  “Mass for 
our Deceased Parishioners” which has now become a tradition in 
our parish and is sponsored by our Grief Ministry, led by Valerie 
Toy. Our deceased parishioners who have died from November 
of last year to October of this year are remembered in this mass 
at 11:00 AM  this Saturday. 
 In this month of Thanksgiving, I want to express my gratitude 
to all of you for your support for our parish especially our dear 
volunteers and ministers of the Church. We are grateful for the 
gift of people who offer their services to the church, including our 
children from the Religious Ed and HN School. 
 This Thursday, November 1st, on the Feast of All Saints, six 
of our 8th graders will be commissioned as Eucharistic Ministers 
to help distribute communion during our Thursday school mass-
es. Congratulations and thank you to these students who will now 
be serving in God’s altar as ministers: Ann Anish, Isabelle Mor-
ren, Natalie Quock, Evelyn Koriganawitz, Gabriel Borromeo 
and Glenn Munar. 
 Our school had started taking up a collection during the 
Thursday school masses. Our school wants to instill in these 
young minds the value of giving. As St. Francis says in his prayer 
“for it is in giving that we receive.” With their giving, young stu-
dents are practicing the Stewardship Way of Life,  sharing their 
time, talent and treasure every Thursday. 
 A few of our parishioners will be doing a Lay Witnessing of 
the Stewardship Life at the mass this weekend. We thank them 
for sharing how they practice the Stewardship life and being a 
mission- partner of Christ in their life. This Lay Witnessing is in 
preparation for next Sunday’s Stewardship Renewal or Commit-
ment Sunday. 

The Religion School Teacher asked her eight eager 10 
year-olds if they would give a $1,000,000 to the missionaries.

Earlier this year some parishioners approached 
Father Arnold about having Holy Name of Jesus 

Parish host a series of training sessions for earthquake prepared-
ness. Many of us on the Parish Council were here back in 1989 
and remember all too vividly the October 17th Loma Prieta earth-
quake and the destruction it wreaked. And while the Sunset neigh-
borhood faired better than other parts of our city, the lesson we all 
learned (again) was it’s better to be prepared than unprepared for 
this sort of event. With this in mind, the Parish Council met in late 
summer and endorsed Father Arnold’s request to use our Parish 
as a place to host an earthquake-training event.  We considered it 
a blessing that our parish could host a potentially life saving event. 
 

Luckily for all of us at Holy Name of Jesus Parish, we have several 
parishioners who are veterans of such training efforts. Our Parish 
is blessed to have as parishioners Ramsey Ramos, Dick Morten, 
Manzel de la Cruz, all of whom are active with San Francisco Fire 
Department Neighborhood Emergency Response Team (NERT). It 
didn’t take long for them to organize a NERT neighborhood train-
ing, held at our Parish over a six week period starting October 2nd 
and ending November 5th. 
 

For those of you unfamiliar with NERT, it is community based train-
ing program dedicated to a neighbor-helping-neighbor approach. 
NERT training is free for individuals, neighborhood groups and 
community-based organizations in San Francisco.  The training 
includes hands-on disaster skills that will help individuals respond 
to a personal emergency as well as act as members of a neighbor-
hood response team. https://sf-fire.org/neighborhood-emergency-
response-team-nert 
 

I am happy to report that the event quickly was sold out! Over 
eighty people, comprised of parishioners and neighbors, attended 
this 20-hour comprehensive program consisting of six (6) class 
sessions.  Every attendee who attended and completed all six clas-
ses obtained a certification.  During Mass I heard from a few pa-
rishioners the following question," Who is a NERT volunteer?” The 
answer is: A typical NERT volunteer is not one type. The NERT 
volunteer is anyone who is active and involved in the community--
or wants to be. In short a NERT volunteer is YOU!  Please keep 
this in mind for the next time our Parish hosts a NERT training.
